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ASK QUESTIONS!!!  Use everyday opportunities to build prior knowledge and solidify learning in meaningful contexts.  For example:


Cooking – using measurement, temperature, time, fractions


Groceries – keeping a running tally of spending (round numbers to achievable digits)


Daily timetable – How many minutes until...???


Map reading when going on trips
